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INDUSTRY BREAKDOWN OF ASIAN AND APA CORPORATE DIRECTORS 
 
Within the 2006 Fortune 500, Asian and APA 
Board seat representation appears to be 
concentrated in the Financial Services and 
High Technology industries. Together, these 
two industries represent a little over 40% of 
the Asian / APA board seats. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
ASIAN AND APA CORPORATE DIRECTORS BY GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION 
 
A relatively higher proportion of the 2006 
Fortune 500 companies with at least one 
Asian or APA on their board appear to be 
headquartered in the Northeast and West. 
Together these two regions account for more 
than 60% of the Asian / APA board seats. 
 
Specifically looking into the geographic 
divisions within each region, it appears that 
the Middle Atlantic division within the 
Northeast region and the Pacific division 
within the West region have higher 
concentrations of Asian / APA board seats. 
These higher concentrations in these 
divisions can be contributed to a number of 
key states. Specifically, California in the 
Pacific division of the West region has 18 Asian / APA board seats. Within the Middle Atlantic division 
of the Northeast region, New York has 15 Asian / APA board seats and New Jersey has 7. 
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METHODOLOGY 
 
In the months of February and March 2007, the Committee of 100 and its volunteers did primary 
research through publicly available sources of information including company websites, annual 
reports, SEC filings, company press releases and news articles. Based on publicly available sources 
of information, an initial assessment was made for each Fortune 500 company on the total number of 
seats on the Board of Directors and the number of seats held by individuals of Asian or APA decent. If 
a Board Director of Asian or APA decent was identified, information was collected regarding their 
gender, ethnicity and primary occupation. Each Fortune 500 company was then contacted via email, 
presented with the data we collected and given the opportunity to append or correct our findings. 
 
Mergers and acquisitions:  A number of mergers and acquisitions occurred across Fortune 500 
companies during the course of 2006, the analyst team researched and profiled the Board of Directors 
of 500 companies. To account for firms that had been acquired or merged on the initial list of Fortune 
500 companies, the team back-filled the number of acquired or merged firms with the next firm on the 
list of Fortune 1000 companies for 2006 (e.g., Fortune rank 501, 502, etc.). 
 
Private ownership:  A number of Fortune 500 firms are privately held and do not disclose information 
on their Board of Directors. This occurred 3 out of the 500 firms profiled and no data was collected. 
 
All data and figures are as of March 19, 2007 
 
DEFINITION OF TERMS 
 
The Committee of 100 used the U.S. Census Bureau's definitions for Asian Pacific Islanders to gather 
data around Asian Pacific American and Asian corporate directors. For the purposes of this report 
card, we viewed the terms Asian Pacific Americans (APAs) and Asian Pacific Islanders as being 
synonymous. According to the Census Bureau: 
 

 Asians are "persons having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast 
Asia or the Indian subcontinent." 

 Native Hawaiians and Pacific Islanders are persons "having origins in any of the original 
peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa or other Pacific Islands." 

 Southeast Asian generally means Cambodian, Hmong, Laotian and Vietnamese. 
 South Asian generally means Asian Indian, Bangladeshi, Bhutanese, Nepalese, Pakistani, 

and Sri Lankan.  
 

Since a number of corporations today are global in nature, they are recruiting U.S. citizens of Asian 
and Pacific Islander descent as well as Asian foreign nationals, so for the purposes of this report card, 
C-100 did not distinguish between these two groups.
